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MADACC’s Low-Cost Spay/Neuter & Wellness Program for Milwaukee County Residents
MADACC’s Spay/Neuter & Wellness Program provides urgently needed primary basic services and spay/neuter surgeries to shelter animals, other animal rescue organizations, and the citizens of Milwaukee County.  The goal is to provide affordable core veterinary services to rescue organizations to help carry out their lifesaving work and to the citizens of Milwaukee County to help reduce Milwaukee County’s homeless animal population (MADACC takes in nearly 13,000 animals per year).  Additionally, the program aims to enhance the health of Milwaukee County’s companion animal population as a whole by providing preventative treatment so pets can be protected from deadly diseases like distemper, parvovirus, and rabies.

All participants in MADACC’s Spay/Neuter & Wellness Program must:

· Reside in Milwaukee County

· Agree to spay/neuter their pet and provide core vaccinations (if not current)

· Agree to have their pet vaccinated for rabies (if pet is over 5 months of age and not current)

· Agree to license their pet (if pet is over 5 months of age and not current).  Altered license is $12.00, late fee after March 31st
Prices for Services:

All Spay/Neuter Surgeries include an exam by a veterinarian, post operative pain medication and dissolvable sutures.  Dogs over 100 lbs., in heat, pregnant or cryptorchid add $20.

Client instructions for MADACC’s low-cost spay/neuter & wellness program:

· Sign-up for surgeries and services will be on a first come, first serve basis and must be done in person at MADACC (3839 W. Burnham St., West Milwaukee) before the surgery date.  All fees must be paid upfront and check-in form and surgery consent form completed at MADACC.  No refunds.
· All patients must be 8 weeks old and weigh at least 2 pounds.

· Adult dogs (patients 5 months and older) should have no food after 9:00 pm (water is okay) the night before surgery.  Adult cats and puppies and kittens (patients 5 months and under), should have breakfast the morning of surgery.  Water is okay anytime.

· Dogs must be on a leash and cats in a carrier (one cat to a carrier except for litters of kittens).

· Pet drop-off at MADACC between 8:00 am and 9:00 am and pick-up the same day between 5:00 pm and 7:00 pm.  Any pet not picked up by 7:00 pm the same day of surgery will be charged a $20 per day boarding fee.  If the pet is not picked up in 24 hours of surgery, it will constitute abandonment and the animal will become the property of MADACC.
